Friendship with Jesus (£9.95 hardback) by Amy Welborn, records the conversations which Pope Benedict had with a group of young children.  Why Does the Pope Wear White and other Questions (£3.95) makes a good read for grown ups as well as children. two favourites are Benedict and Chico (£7.95 hardback)  and its sequel Max and Benedict (£7.95)  The first one tells the story of the Holy Father as seen by his cat Chico, from his life in a small town in Bavaria to his arrival in Rome. Continuing this theme, in Max and Benedict a small bird who lives in the Vatican observes the busy life of Holy Father.
