Following an analysis of this information, inspectors may wish to see certain documents. Where this is the case, these will be stated in the pre-inspection briefing.

· Action plans for Religious Education
· Any other action plans relating to the Catholic Life of the School/Collective Worship
· Policy documents relating to Religious Education and the Catholic Life of the School
· Policy documents and schemes of work for Sex and Relationships Education
· The Foundation Stage Profile
· RAISEonline
· Monitoring and evaluation information regarding Religious Education and the Catholic Life of the School including:

Lesson observations;

Scrutiny of work in Religious Education;

Assessment in Religious Education (over more than 1 year);

Tracking of pupil progress in Religious Education;

Monitoring of Acts of Collective Worship;

Pupil interviews / questionnaires;

Parent interviews / questionnaires;

Visits/Reports from Governors.
